GENERAL INFORMATION
ALENZA Conditioner improves the efficacy of herbicides by conditioning the water before the herbicide is added by modifying the
effects of hardness, pH, etc. ALENZA Conditioner contains ammoniacal nitrogen, which has been determined to increase the uptake
of certain herbicides. ALENZA Conditioner also contains chelators, sequestering agents and pH modifiers that aid in guarding herbi-
cides from the effects of water hardness and other problems.

Do not use ALENZA Conditioner where the herbicide label warns about its use at low pH or under acidic conditions, or with
sulfonylurea (SU) or DMSA-based herbicides.

Copper and copper compounds such as copper oxychloride, Copper Count N, basic copper or cuprous hydroxide, should not be used
with ALENZA Conditioner.

Direct contact to this product by workers, by spray, or drift, or direct contact, should be avoided.
